Dear excellence,

I am writing to you today regarding a Pakistani citizen from Sarai Alamgir in Gujrat district (Punjab province) Mr. Nadeem James. He has been in detention since 12th of July 2016. The responsible court in Gujrat already sentenced him to death on the 14th of September 2017. He allegedly sent a poem via the short messaging application WhatsApp on 4th of July 2016 in violation of Section 295 Sections A and C of the Pakistan Penal Code. However, the father of two never learnt to read or write properly. In addition, he was in bad terms with the man who filed the complaint, which led to the charges, because he was pressuring him to renounce his Christian faith. There is plausible reason to believe, that Nadeem James was simply a victim of religious intolerance and hate. I therefore ask you to do everything in your power to ensure that the next court of appeal deals with the case in a fair way. Nadeem James has appealed against the first instance verdict but has since been awaiting his trial. I also ask you, with reference to cases of lynchings in the past, to stand up for the protection of the Christian and his physical integrity!
